Noble Rot (AKA Botrytis Cinerea) is a fungus that grows on the skins of
grapes causing them to shrivel and dehydrate, concentrating their sugars and rendering
them perfect material for making luscious sweet wines. Our favourites are Chateau
D’Yquem and Chateau Climens, both decadently rich but mouthwateringly fresh, with the
acidity and structure to evolve for decades.
